Rules & Regulations

1. GENERAL EVENT RULES
1.1 Vehicle Registration

1.1.1
Registered vehicles shall provide a copy of their current registration certificate upon request. Failure to do this may result in that vehicle being unable to compete.

1.1.2    VIN numbers on the vehicle shall match the current registration certificate.

1.1.3
A vehicle may not be allowed to compete if the VIN numbers do not match current registration certificate.

1.2 Competitor Safety Equipment

1.2.1
Driver – shall wear a full face helmet.
1.2.2
Navigator – shall wear a full face helmet.
1.3 High Visibility Clothing

1.3.1
Driver and Navigator - High visibility clothing must be worn at all times while on the event course.

1.3.2
Officials and Media - High visibility clothing must be worn at all times while on the event course.
1.4 Photographer/Media

1.4.1
Only approved photographers/media shall be permitted on the event course.
1.5 Consumption of Alcohol

1.5.1
All Drivers and Navigators shall maintain a zero blood alcohol reading whilst competing.

2. SCORING

2.1 Scoring

2.1.1
Shall commence from when the vehicle crosses the start line until the vehicle ceases competing.

2.1.2
Scoring is recorded over the full length by passing marked obstacles.
2.1.3
The winner of the challenge shall be the competitor that achieves the highest score.
2.1.4
If two or more competitors achieve the same score then the competitor with the least amount of penalty points will be deemed to have the highest placing.

2.1.5
Both complete rear tyres must be forward of a line between the centre of each scoring marker to achieve the score for those marked obstacles.
2.1.6
Four attempts only shall be allowed for each obstacle along the track unless a ruling is made otherwise by a course official.
2.1.7
If a competitor fails to proceed after the fourth or final attempt then their score shall be deemed to be the last scoring marker completely achieved.
2.2 Cease of Competition

2.2.1
When a vehicle’s both complete rear tyres cross the finish line.

2.2.2
When an official stops a vehicle from further competition.

2.2.3
If a vehicle is unable to continue without outside assistance, the vehicle shall cease competing at that point.

2.3 Penalty Points
2.3.1
Touching bunting or marker

-5 points
2.3.2
Reversing/Rollbacks or Breaking bunting

-10 points
2.4 Attempts

2.4.1
A competitor may have four attempts only at any part of the track unless a ruling is made otherwise by a course official.
2.4.2
If forward momentum is not achieved on the fourth or final attempt, the vehicle will be deemed to have ceased competition.

All competitors must agree, sign and abide by the Statutory Declaration on the Entry Form.
