NO LIMITS 4WD CLUB INC CONSTITUTION
1 Name
The name of the Club will be No Limits Four Wheel Drive Club Inc.

2 Aims

The Club is formed for the purpose of:
a) Holding, carrying on, arranging for, organising, and conducting trips and events for four wheel drive vehicles in order to stimulate interest in their many, varied uses. 

b)
Promoting the good fellowship of four wheel driving in all its branches.
c) Engaging in social and sporting activities in so far as they evolve from (a) and (b).

3 Membership

A membership consists of a person seventeen (17) years of age and over (including a partner and dependants).
After fifteen (15) years, a member shall be eligible to be considered for life membership.

4 Rights and Liberties of Members 

Every member of the Club shall, subject to these rules, be entitled to take part in any of the activities of the Club, and to use all facilities provided by the Club for the use of the Club. No member shall, by means of their membership, be under any financial liability except for payment of their annual subscription to the Club and Club trip fees.
Non-members and non-financial members may take part in Club events when invited to do so by a financial member.
Events will be run according to the event rules.

5 Banners

All members shall be entitled to display on their four wheel drive vehicles a No Limits Four Wheel Drive Club sticker indicating their membership. The sticker will be obtained from the Club against payment of a fee, to be determined by the Club. The sticker will remain the property of the Club and will be returned to the Club or removed if a person ceases to be a member of the Club.  

6 Election of Members 

It shall be at the discretion of the Club whether or not to except any applicant to membership of the Club. Prospective members must attend three (3) meetings or three (3) trips in any order, after these have been attended, the prospective member will be asked if they wish to join, and pay membership fees. 
The prospective member will not be eligible for a Committee position at the next AGM. New members must hold membership for a minimum of twelve (12) months to be eligible for a Committee position.
During voting for a prospective member that member will be asked to leave the room for the duration of the voting process. If any issues arise during voting a special meeting may be held to decide the vote’s outcome.
7 Resignations of Members 

A member may resign their membership at any time by communication to the Club but shall not be entitled to repayment of their joining fee or subscription as a result of such resignation.
8 Expulsion of Members 

If any member’s subscription becomes overdue by a period of three months from the due date, this member shall be deemed and informed un financial.  Should the overdue subscription not be paid by the next due date (September meeting) their membership shall automatically cease and any property of the Club shall be returned (Refer Clause 5).

The General Committee may expel any member whose conduct it shall consider in its absolute discretion to be prejudicial to the well-being of the Club.   Any property of the Club shall be returned on termination of membership (Refer Clause 5).
A member may be subject to expulsion from the Club if they are deemed to be inactive. A member shall be deemed inactive if they do not attend any official Club meetings, trips or events for 3 months without any communication to the committee.
9 Joining Fee and Subscriptions

a)        Each membership shall pay an annual subscription of $60.00.

      Annual subscription shall be due and payable by the September meeting.

If a new member joins two months prior to the AGM, they will not have to pay their            subscription until the next AGM.
10 General Committee 

A General Committee shall consist of office-bearers elected from the members of the Club with the power to co-opt.   These office-bearers shall be:

The elected members shall hold office from the date of their election until the next Annual General Meeting.

11 The General Committee 

The General Committee may consider all matters relating to the running and organising of the Club and may make suggestions to the Club regarding such matters, but the Club shall not be bound by any decision made by the General Committee until passed by a majority vote at a General Meeting.

In addition, individual members of the General Committee shall undertake on behalf of the Club such functions as the Club may request. No member of the General Committee shall undertake any obligation on behalf of the Club unless expressly authorised to do so by the Club, and any member so authorised shall clearly indicate in all their dealings that they are acting on behalf of the Club.

12 General Committee Meetings

General Committee meetings and extraordinary meetings may be held from time to time, of which due notice shall be given.

13 Meetings of the General Committee
Meetings of the General Committee will be held from time to time as the Club may direct, or by requisition of any three (3) members of the General Committee.
A quorum for a Committee Meeting shall consist of a minimum of three (3) committee members; any outcomes must be put to a vote at a General Meeting.
A General Meeting is to be held monthly with a minimum of three (3) committee and two (2) members.
14 The President

The President elected by the Club (or in his absence the Vice President) shall preside at all General Meetings. Voting shall be by show of hands, except that a poll may be allowed at the President’s discretion. Proxies shall be permitted provided that they are lodged with the Secretary at least 48 hours before the Meeting. In the case of the equal of votes, the President shall have the casting vote.   

15 The General Committee

The General Committee shall have the power to appoint sub-committees to deal with special Club affairs from time to time.  

16 Annual General Meeting And Election of Office Bearers

The Annual General Meeting will be held each July to elect officers to Committee, to present the Balance Sheet, and any other business.  
One fortnight’s notice of the Annual General Meeting will be given to all members by advertisement.     

17 Election of Office Bearers

The election of Office Bearers will be by one vote per one financial membership (member plus partner). The Public Officer will chair the Annual General Meeting.
18 If the President’s Position Becomes Vacant

In the event of the President’s position becoming vacant it will be filled by the Vice President.
The position of Vice President will be filled by an ordinary member from the Committee. An election will then be held to elect a new ordinary member on Committee.
If a vacancy on Committee occurs within five months preceding the Annual General Meeting, the Committee may vote an ordinary member of their choosing to fill the Vacancy.

19 A Quorum          

 A quorum for an Annual General Meeting will be as laid down in Clause 20.

20 General Meetings

A quorum for a General Meeting shall consist of the President as laid down in Clause 14, The Secretary (or in his absence the Vice President), two other members of the General Committee, and one quarter of the ordinary members. The conditions laid down in Clause 13 will apply.

21 Conduct of Meetings     

All matters concerning the conduct of a Meeting and all matters concerning the election of members to the General Committee shall be determined by the Club.

22 Disputes          

Any dispute concerning the conduct of a Meeting shall be determined by the General Committee subject to a majority vote of all ordinary members present.

23 Amendments of the Constitution 

This Constitution may from time to time be revoked, altered or added to by the Club.

Any such changes will be made based on consensus from the members, at an AGM meeting, or general meeting as required.
24 Winding Up and Disposing Of Assets

Should the Club decide at any time, upon a two thirds majority vote that for any reason the Club should not continue in being, the Club may dissolve and wind up its affairs or go into recess. Club assets after payment of all due debts, shall be handed to such other Clubs or Associations having objectives similar to those stated in Clause 2 which is not carried on for the profit or gain of its individual members or a registered charity as a majority of the Ordinary Members present at the dissolution meeting may decide.

25 Club Interpretation

Unless otherwise indicated: 

a)
The word “Club” shall mean the No Limits Four Wheel Drive Club;

b)
The word “member” shall include all members and life members

26 Non-profit clause

The assets and income of the organisation shall be applied solely in furtherance of its above-mentioned objects and no portion shall be distributed directly or indirectly to the members of the organisation except as bona fide compensation for services rendered or expenses incurred on behalf of the organisation.
27 General Rules Concerning Club Trips and Events
a) No unofficial events  or displays of four wheeling shall take place during Club trips without the permission of the organisers;

b) At Club functions members shall obey verbal instructions and visual signs erected by the organisers;

c) Tasmanian Fire Service Regulations shall be obeyed at all times;

d) Before breaking camp, members will clear the site of all litter and rubbish accumulated during their stay and remove from the camp area;

e) When answering nature’s call members are expected to take a shovel and bury the result well away from any watercourses, swamps etc;

f) Drive very slowly within the camp area;

g) Keep to existing tracks if at all possible. (Creating new tracks will scar the environment and alter drainage patterns, particularly at alpine elevations).

h) Trip leaders are to collect $5.00 per vehicle which attends club trips, money must be brought back to the next general meeting.

28 Points System for Clubman of the Year Award

Points will be awarded from June 30 to June 30 the next year as follows:

a) Attendance at Club General Meetings…………………………….. 5 points

b) Attendance on Club trips……………………………………………..5 points

c) Leading a Club trip……………………………………………………5 points

d) Taking own vehicle on Club trips……………………………………5 points

Club points will not be awarded unless a Trip Leader Form is submitted with payment of the Trip Donations at the next general meeting.
Two or more members on equal points will be declared a tie.

The Vice-President will be responsible for keeping a log of points during the year.

29 Club Competitions
People added as financial club members for the purpose of a short duration club competition shall only have membership rights for the duration of the club competition. This excludes them from things such as voting rights, hosting trips, speaking on behalf of the club etc.
The requirement of attending 3 club meetings or events is waived for people joining for the purpose to participating in a club competition. The requirement of attending 3 club meetings or events is still required to gain annual club membership.

30 Social Media Policy

Any dialog on the Clubs official social media platforms should be for the benefit of the Club and its Aims (Refer Clause 2). The Clubs activities should be portrayed in a positive manner to the general public.

If a Club member does not uphold these values disciplinary action may be taken including expulsion from the Club.
Convoy Procedure

The convoy procedure was devised to provide a means by which trips may be run with the maximum safety and minimum inconvenience. With large numbers and the nature of the terrain sometimes traversed, some delays are unavoidable but with the understanding and co-operation of those involved these will soon be overcome without detriment to the enjoyment of the trip.

1) The Club Trip Detail form must be sent out to all club members with all club trip details on it;
2) All vehicles to remain in starting order during the trip where possible. Trip leader should organise convoy positions prior to the start of the trip so that the more experienced members are spaced evenly throughout;
3) No vehicle in the convoy is to overtake the lead vehicle, as this vehicle sets the pace and knows the way. In the event of a breakdown remain behind the stricken vehicle until the arrival of the last vehicle;

4) The lead vehicle shall stop at any turn-off or intersection at which doubt may exist as to the correct direction. It will wait for the following vehicle before moving off in the correct direction. Each vehicle will then likewise wait for the following vehicle before moving off;

5) By this means all will follow the lead vehicle and a message can also be passed in both directions along the convoy. The last vehicle must be informed that it is last, before moving off from the start and he should ideally be as familiar with the route as the leader, (It is also advised that this method should also be employed when difficult parts of the track or obstacles are encountered; i.e. when arriving at an obstacle, stop, wait for the vehicle behind, then negotiate the obstacle and wait on the other side until the following vehicle is safely across before proceeding);

6) When travelling in convoy the distance between vehicles should not be less than six vehicle lengths. (This allows other vehicles to pass safely on the highways etc. It is also a dangerous practice to travel too close behind the vehicle in front while driving on bush tracks);

7) Fuel tanks must be filled and all provisions to be organised prior to the start of the trip. (This avoids unnecessary stops en route);

8) Prior to the start of the trip the organisers must arrange suitable rendezvous during the trip at which all vehicles must stop. These are to be based on either time or kilometres travelled.  (By this means the convoy can be kept together, and refuelling may be arranged. Desirably rendezvous should be at places where fuel and other facilities for the convenience of members are available, or at places of scenic or general interest)

9) Persons leaving the Club convoy to and from destinations must notify the trip leader and if possible give details of their intentions;
10) Trips will leave at the nominated time. No account will be taken for late comers;
11) The trip leader will be decided immediately before departure;

12) The trip leader has the power to decide which vehicles can participate in trips depending on roadworthiness and trip severity.

Required Vehicle Equipment
1) Minimum equipment in each vehicle will include: 
2) A UHF CB radio in good working order;
3) A rated Snatch Strap;
4) Approved recovery points at front and back of each vehicle (These will be assessed by the Club Safety Officers);
5) An approved jack for each vehicle;
6) A basic first aid kit;
7) An approved fire extinguisher;
8) A basic tool kit applicable to each vehicle. 
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
